The wil-
derness is not a comfortable or an 
easy place to be, but it is there to 
strengthen us. For in the wilderness 
God's people come face to face 
with who they are and have be-
comeðand in the process, come to 
know God in deeper and surprising 
ways. It is in the wilderness that we 

discover who we truly are.  

Bear Grylls the star of Man vs. 
Wild who purposely puts him-
self in extreme wilderness 
experiences for teaching and dis-
covery, spoke in an interview about 
his life and faith, ñIt is there in the 

difficult place where the things you 
value come to the fore front of your 
consciousness. The point of the 
struggle is so that when life is nor-
mal it compels us to hold on to the 
precious things you glimpse in the 

struggle.ò 

That is a good word! An excep-
tional word for this season of lent. 
To seek God during these days 
leading up to Easter so that the 
most important things, the precious 

things in our lives can rise to 
the top so that our lives can be 

full of purpose and power.

We are gearing up 
in the Hawley and 
surrounding area to 
host a Feed My 
Starving Children 
mobile packing 
event at the Hawley 
High School  on 

April 30 and May 1st (Friday and Saturday) 
because of the critical need for food in so many 
countries in the world..  Because we need to 
raise $17,000 within the next few weeks to 
bring a Mobile Packing Unit to Hawley, we need 
to organize ourselves into 50 or more  teams of 
20 people in order to reach our goal of  work-
ers, and to reach our total financial goal of 

$46,000 to fill a shipping container. 

How do we form a team and how does this 
work?  Each team needs to collect $800 in 
whatever way you choose.  Examples might be 
a bake sale, a service project, or saving quar-
ters as some of us are already doing.  Recruit a 
group of 20 people, co-workers, family, friends 
who will be willing to work a 2 hour shift with 
your team the day of the event and/or help with 

a donation of  $40 per  worker.  This needs to 
be done quickly in order to have the $17,000 
(our 1st initial payment) in the next few weeks to 
bring the mobile packing unit from Minneapolis 
to Hawley, and to pay for all the food products 
we will be assembling and packing.  We have 
been encouraged by the money raised by our 
school children already!  Kate Martinôs 3rd grade 
class sold cookies and raised $800!  On 
ñShivering Shorts Dayò the grade school kids 
each brought a dollar and raised almost $500!  
Thank you so much!! Itôs pretty easy when we 
work together.  At this time we have about 15-

20 teams formed; we need 30 more teams. 

Form your team and give it a name.  (My team 
is ñGrandmas & Companyò).  As soon as you 
name your team, let us know so we can keep 
track of how many teams there are.  As soon as 
you  start collecting your money it should be 
given to your team leader or directly to Dave 
Tuil at the State Bank of Hawley.  It is very 
important that you tell them at the Bank this is 

for Event #1004-52, Hawley for Haiti 
account.  That is VERY important so that the 
money goes towards our $17,000 initial require-

ment.  Anyone can make a donation whether 
they are on a team or not.  We would appreci-

ate any gift! 

We have a team of people who would be willing 
to come to your church, organization, or place 
of business and give our Power Point presenta-
tion.  This is a very powerful program that will 
excite your groups about this project!  This is a 
fun, intergenerational event for kids from kin-

dergarten age up through great-grandparents! 

The first day of the event, Friday, April 30th, 
packing will be done by elementary and high 
school kids during school hours, and Saturday 
will be for all of the others, adults and kids who 

are on a team.
